As an 
additional component of this evaluation, a Board representative is seeking the assis-
tance of an outside third party, knowledgeable in this area, to assist in the process. 

In the recent process of refurbishing our beaches it has been noted that some persons 
utilizing the beaches are not respectful of other Membersô rights to enjoy this amenity. 
In particular, cigarette butts, beverage cans and bottles, and other debris are being left 
in the sand. Please respect the rights of others and remove your debris from these ar-
eas to a proper receptacle, or take them home and place them in your own trash. It has 
also been observed that there are several small dogs that are allowed to run loose on, 
and around, the beach and playground areas, and in some instances have left their 
ñbusinessò behind. Any person who permits his/her dog to run at large is in violation of 
a Louisa County ordinance and may be subject to a fine of up to $100. Anyone observ-
ing such violations are invited to call the Louisa County Animal Warden at 967-4377 for 
Citation and/or removal. 

It is now the beginning of Hurricane Season, and at times of a possible area or 
regional emergency, it is a good idea for every family/household to have a per-
sonal plan to cope with the issues at hand. Louisa County Government has de-
veloped a two -page set of guidelines and a checklist available to assist families 
in the development of their own specific plans.

The activities affiliated with the July 4

A tremen-
dous number of members volunteered 
and participated in the event to obtain 
this success. 

You must have a 2010 blue sticker on 
all boats prior to placing then on the 
lake. Several violation letters have been 
mailed to members that have red 2009 
stickers on their boats. Those that do not 
comply will be referred to the Compliance 
Committee. All unsafe acts or violations 
of the Policies, Rules, and Regulations 
committed on the lake with a witness will 
be automatically referred to the Compli-
ance Committee. 

Remember to submit the application/
permit request for additions, sheds, and 
other revisions to the property. 

We continue to be aggressive with col-
lections efforts. Within the past fourteen 
months we have collected approximately 
$90,000.00 in delinquent assessments. 

There is presently the capability to 
have a long distance type phone num-
ber be your home number in the Com-
munity and function within the gate 
system, including cell phone usage. 
Please contact the office with ques-
tions or revisions to your contact in-

formation.  

Should you observe a limb or a tree on/or 
near power lines please contact the 
Sheriffôs Department (967-1234) or REC 
immediately (800-552-3904) and the 
BRS Office. This could prevent not only 
property damage but creating a period 
without electricity. 

Beginning in September, (specific date 
will be announced in the August Shore 
Line), we will offer limb pick-up again to 
the members.  This will continue for the 
months of October and November. 

We are currently attempting to ensure all 
memberships co-owned by more than 
one family have all membersô addresses 
included in our mailings. If you are not 
receiving a copy of the Shore Line, 
please contact the office. The same ap-
plies to those with rental property. 

Please remember that rental of prop-
erties must have a minimum rental 
term of 30 consecutive days. Addition-
ally the rental of a portion of a prop-
erty as a separate apartment is not 

allowed.  

There will be some intersection sign-
age changes at several areas as the 
result of working with the potential 
school bus service route. Yield signs 
will be replaced with stop signs at the 
following road intersections: Ferndale 
and Ash onto Nottingham, Redbud 
onto Hickory Nut, Dogwood, Ellis and 

Fairview onto Beach.

Virginia's Boating Safety  
Equivalency Exam Scheduled  

The Virginia Department of Game and Inland 
Fisheries, in conjunction with the Louisa 
County Department of Parks and Recreation, 
will be holding a Boating Safety Equivalency 
Exam at Blue Ridge Shores located on Lake 

Louisa, Friday, August 20, 2010 at 7:00 PM. 

The Equivalency Exam offers experienced 
boaters an alternate means of meeting the 
Virginia Mandatory Boating Education Com-
pliance (VMBEC) requirement, rather than 
having to take a full 6-8 hour classroom or 
online course of instruction.  The exam is a 
proctored, closed book, 80-question exam 
requiring a passing score of 70 percent or 
better.  No reference material is allowed in 
the examination room.  Individuals passing 
the exam will be certified as meeting the 
VMBEC requirement, be issued a Virginia 
Boating Safety Card; and their name entered 

into the applicable VDGIF database.

LAKE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE  

-Mike Martin, Chairperson 

The Lake Management Committee would like to 

remind you that one of the greatest dangers to our 

lake is the overuse of fertilizer.  Nitrogen feeds 

algae, which uses the oxygen in the water which 

the fish need to live.  We understand everyoneôs 

desire to have a nice healthy lawn, but we ask you 

to use chemicals sparingly, have your soil tested to 

determine exactly what you need and only apply 

what you need.  If possible, use organic fertilizers 

as they tend to be less water soluble, stay where 

you put them and are less harmful to wildlife. 

If you are having trouble with moles and Japanese 

Beetles, you may wish to try Milky Spore to con-

trol the grubs, which are food for moles and grow 

up to be beetles.  The literature says that it is most 

effective when used by a majority of the people in 

a neighborhood as there are less adult beetles to fly 

into your yard and create more grubs.  Once estab-

lished, Milky Spore can be effective for up to 

twenty years.  The best thing about Milky Spore is 

that it is not harmful to other insects, pets, the lake 



 

 

or wildlife.   It can be purchased locally at South-

ern States or ordered over the internet.  The best 

time to apply in our area is August and Septem-

ber. 

A number of our members are reporting success 

in keeping the geese off their waterfront property 

by placing string along the waterfront at a height 

of four to six inches.  The geese will not walk 

across it and seem to even avoid flying over it.  

An inexpensive method of staking the string is to 

cut in half some of those extra wire coat hangers 

you have in your closet, placing them four feet 

apart and looping the string around them.  Itôs 

also easy to move when you are using your prop-

erty for the day and replacing it at night. 

The internet and the Agricultural Extension Ser-

vice are great resources to help us understand the 

benefits and consequences of fertilizer and pesti-

cide use. 

We ask everyone to remember that even if you 

live off-water, the natural runoff during a rain-

storm carries chemicals and silt downhill towards 

the culverts which run directly into the lake.  The 

health of the lake is everyoneôs responsibility and 

we appreciate the efforts of everyone to protect it. 

LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE

CAUTION...A very hazardous situation existed 

recently.

Members are encouraged to monitor the 

youth under their care. 

There have been several reported incidents of 

boats pulling skiers dangerously close, closer than 

100 feet, of the shoreline.  Some of these reports 

included near misses of persons swimming along 

their shores.  Please adhere to the boat regulations 

as published in our Rules & Regulations.  The 

rule is that boats pulling skiers and tubers as well 

as the skier and tubers must be at least 100 feet 

from the shoreline. 

The celebration on Sat 3 July had no significant 

incidents according to the Deputies on duty.  They 

stated that the attendees were well behaved and 

generally they only witnessed people having a 

good time.  Thanks to all for making this a safe 

and enjoyable day.   The limiting of gate cards 

and cancelling of gate codes may have come into 

play here.
