A motion was made by Mike Martin, seconded by Vicki Cook, to change the May 20th vote for 

Personnel Chair to comply with charter.  Unanimous.  Motion passed.

Chairman of Safety and Security.  Unanimous.  Motion passed. 

A motion was made by Mike Martin, seconded by Jason Cole, to accept James Lutherôs survey 

contract for the Dam Break Inundation Study.  Unanimous.  Motion passed. 

A motion was made by Laura Foussekis, seconded by Jason Cole, to permit Mr. Dezendorf 

[member] to set up a tent for a wedding ceremony to occur October 10, 2010. Allow member to 

rope off area and close boat ramp for up to two (2) hours during ceremony.  Unanimous.  Motion 

passed.

A motion was made by Laura Foussekis, seconded by Jason Cole, to have long distance tele-

phone lines at both gates.  Unanimous.  Motion passed.

Hi, Iôm Mike Martin, newly elected 

board member and chairman of the 

Lake Management Committee.  We 

will continue to have our meetings 

on the last Sunday of each month at 

10:00 am in the Community Build-

ing.  Feel free to stop by. 

I would like to discuss some prob-

lems we are having on the lake.  

When you are driving the boat, 

please be aware of how far you are 

from the shoreline and what possi-

ble hazards may be ahead of you.  

There are swimmers in the water 

near the shoreline and bobbing 

heads can be difficult to see.   

Please keep your eyes on where you 

are going.  When towing, you are 

obligated to have a spotter.  The 

spotterôs job is to watch the people 

being towed to ensure that they 

have not fallen in the water.  The 

driverôs job is to drive.  We have 

seen numerous drivers looking be-

hind them at the people they are 

towing instead of paying attention 

to where they are going.  This is 

extremely dangerous for everyone 

involved. 

Swimmers, swim defensively.  

When the lake is crowded with 

boats, be careful how far from shore 

you swim.  If you are on a floating 

raft, please stay close to shore and 

make sure you are off the water 

prior to dusk.  Your raft can be very 

difficult to see from a boat going 25 

or 30 miles an hour. 

LMC created a plan for the buoys 

using best management practices.  

They are positioned in the lake be-

fore areas of danger to boaters and 

swimmers alike.  When you see a 

buoy, be aware that a hazardous 

situation exists.  For those of you 

who think you should have a buoy 

so that people stay far enough away 

from your dock, please realize that 

negates the intent of a buoy, which 

is to signal a hazardous situation, 

not how far away from shore you 

should be. 

We have  plenty of rules for safe 

boating.  Please follow them.  Think 

how you would like to be treated 

and act accordingly.  Letôs have a 

fun and safe summer.

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GENERAL MANAGERõS REPORT

It wasnôt that long ago we were dig-
ging out from the winter of 2010 and 
wishing that the weather was warm 
and suddenly that wish was granted! 
Members and their families are en-
joying the beaches with all the new 
sand and boats are in the water with 
tubers and skiers, etc. We continue 
to experience problems and enter-
tain complaints on a daily basis with 
behavior, conduct, and unsafe acts 
from a small percentage of the popu-
lation. Please be considerate of 

others.  

You must have a 2010 blue sticker 
on all boats prior to placing then 
on the lake. Several violation letters 
have been mailed to members that 
have red 2009 stickers on their 
boats. Those that do not comply will 
be referred to the Compliance Com-
mittee. All unsafe acts or violations 
of the Policies, Rules, and Regula-
tions committed on the lake with a 
witness will be automatically referred 
to the Compliance Committee. 

Remember to submit the application/
permit request for additions, sheds, 
and other revisions to the property. 

From May, 2009 through June 11, 
2010 a total of $84,000.00 in delin-
quent dues has been collected. 

Should you observe a limb or a tree 
on/or near power lines please con-
tact the Sheriffôs Department (967-
1234) or REC immediately (800-552-
3904) and the BRS Office. This 
could prevent not only property dam-
age but create a period without elec-
tricity. 

Ridge Utilities customers will receive 
a copy of the 2009 Water Quality 
Report with your quarterly invoice. 

The fact you are receiving a 2009 
report does not indicate RU is out of 
date with the report. Tests are taken 
routinely as prescribed by VDH, Of-
fice of Drinking Water, and the re-
sults of one year of testing compose 
the Annual Water Quality Report. 
We are very pleased to report that at 
no testing period did RU fail or ex-
ceed the allowable limits. 

We are currently attempting to en-
sure all memberships co-owned by 
more than one family have all mem-
bersô addresses included in our mail-
ings. If you are not receiving a copy 
of the Shore Line, please contact the 
office. 

Household trash must be placed in a 
proper can(s) (with a lid) before plac-
ing it at the street.  That service is 
each Monday and Friday through the 
Labor Day weekend when it re-
sumes to the Monday schedule. 
Please notify the office should you 
observe obvious violations of this 
Regulation or if you experience 
problems with your personal service. 

Some members have reported the 
loss of items from their property. You 
are encouraged to report any theft 
and or vandalism or any abnormal 
activities to the Sheriffôs Department 
immediately. (967-1234) 

Please remember, also, pets of any 
kind are not allowed on any of our 
beach areas.   

We hope you have a great July 4, 
and urge all to be careful and con-

siderate!
