Detecting Leaks

1. Read the meter, noting the position of the
clock-style hand that records individual gal-
lons.

2. Wait at least 15 minutes without using water.

3. Look at the meter again to see if the hand has moved. If it did not,
then there are probably no leaks. Waiting longer between meter
readings such as overnight might help you detect slow or intermittent
leaks.

4. If the meter hand moved, check all faucets for visible leaks.

5. Check toilets for leaks by adding food coloring to the water in the
tank. Do not flush. Wait 10 minutes to see if the colored water ap-
pears in the toilet bowl. If it does, there is a leak. Repairing toilet
leaks is normally inexpensive and easy to do. Most hardware stores
carry replacement part kits.

6. If there appear to be no leaks inside your home, begin checking for
underground leaks. Turn off your main valve inside, then open a fau-
cet to verify that the valve is working i the water flow should stop
completely. Go back outside to the meter to see if it continues to run
with the main valve off. If it does, there is a leak somewhere in your
plumbing between the meter and the valve.

7. After making repairs, repeat the meter reading procedure to verify
that there are no more leaks.

One of the great gifts that is enjoyed by members and guests of Blue |Ridge
Shores is our magnificent sky. How many times have you driven up to jyour
property, stopped and stared in awe at the magnificent array of stars? |How
many times have you been out on the lake and enjoyed the enormous Qeauty
of our sky? This awesome view is truly a gift.

In compliance with the Louisa County Dark Sky Ordinance, the Boargd of
Directors of Blue Ridge Shores at the last meeting directed the General Manager to work with Rappa-
hannock Electric to put shields on all the electric pole lights on BRS property and in the easemeng areas
directing the light down to the ground.

Currently many of our lights glow out and up in violation of the Louisa County code. Our security will
not change in that the lights will still be on but will be directed down where we need the security. [This
change wil|l also protect our sky so we dondt be
most impossible to see all the glorious stars.

In no way is anyone being asked to change their personal property lighting choices. That being said,
you might want to save a little utility money by next time an outside light goes out replace it wjth a
lower wattage bulb. It will still provide all the security lighting you need but will soften the view]so
more of our beautiful night sky can be enjoyed by all.

Many of us have lamp posts and/or flood lights posted on our houses, boat houses, and storagF sheds.
