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Virginia's Boating Safety Equivalency Exam Scheduled

The Virginia Department of Game and Inland Fisheries, in conjunction
with the Louisa County Department of Parks and Recreation will be hold-
ing a Boating Safety Equivalency Exam at Blue Ridge Shores located on
Lake Louisa, Thursday, 8 July at 6 PM.

The Equivalency Exam offers experienced boaters an alternate means of
meeting the Virginia Mandatory Boating Education Compliance (VMBEC)
requirement rather than having to take a full 6 -8 hour classroom or
online course of instruction. The exam is a proctored, closed book, 80 -
question exam requiring a passing score of 70 percent or better. No ref-
erence material is allowed in the examination room. Individuals passing
the exam will be certified as meeting the VMBEC requirement, be is-
sued a Virginia Boating Safety Card; and their name entered into the ap-
plicable VDGIF database.

During our summer months, we are sure that family and
friends will be visiting you to enjoy our beautiful lake. Remem-
ber that parking is not permitted on the road surface or on the
shoulder of the road. It is important that traffic is not blocked.

We continue to work with the Louisa County School Board con-
cerning bringing school buses into Blue Ridge Shores. The
School Board did not vote on their policy at their May meeting.
This issue will be addressed at the June School Board meeting.
Our School Board representative, Mr. Seay, continues to be ex-
tremely supportive of our efforts.

In response to the Board of Directors requirement that all pro-
truding lake structures display clear/white reflectors along
their sides, the Safety and Security committee will be buying
reflectors at a discount from Louisa Hardware and reselling
these to members at the price paid. Look for us at CSC events
and the 4th of July festivities.

Police patrols by off -duty deputies began in May and will con-
tinue until September. There will also be police patrols on the
lake.

The new BRS boat stickers are in the office. Please remember
that all motorized and non -motorized boats which use Lake
Louisa must be registered. Boats must display a 2010 BRS
sticker in order to operate on Lake Louisa. Also, all trailers
used when launching boats must display a current BRS
sticker.

As boating season begins, remember that all of Lake Louisa is

curs before it is dark. Also, all boats should operate in a coun-
terclockwise direction on Lake Louisa.

On Lake Louisa, you are
required to have a spotter if you are pulling skiers or tubers.

There will also be a challenge examination which takes the
place of the required Virginia Boating Safety Class given at the
Blue Ridge Shores Community Center on Thursday July 8th at
6 p.m. This is an 80 question, closed book examination. The
passing grade for the challenge examination is 70%.
